At present, tobe a plumberyou need tofollow the National Vocational Qualification
(NVQ) route (Scottish National Vocational Qualification -SNVQ -in Scotland). These
qualifications are made up of theory and practical work in the classroom/purpose built
training facility and work based experience with aworking plumber. Colleges should
help students finda work placement, although many studentsorganise it themselves.

The S/NVQ qualification works in levels. All recently qualified plumbers should hold
S/NVQ Level 2 as basic with Level 3 as the preferred level. Level 2 will give you the
foundation you needfor a careerin plumbing andteach you domesticplumbing to a
satisfactory level. Level 3 is morecomprehensive and dealswith domestic,
commercial andindustrial plumbing along with aspects such as gas - ifyou wantto one
day setup yourown business, this isthe level to reach. The Institute of Plumbing and
Heating Engineering, andthe industry asa whole recommendsthat all plumbersreach
a minimum of Level 3.

Reaching Level 3 has other advantages. The Institute runs a Master Plumber
Certificate, which only those attaining Level 3 orequivalent canreach aslong as they
have therelevant experience as well. Those with S/INVQ Level 3 can (once in
membership with the Institute for five years asa Member MIPHE) gain Engineering
Technician EngTechstatus with the Engineering Council (UK).

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INTRODUCTION

Please readthese instructions carefully and keep ina safe place forfuture reference.

General Installation Requirements.

The installation must comply with regulations of the Local Water Authority as containedin
their bylaws. All of the taps inthis range are single flow (the hot and cold watermix inthe
body) andshould therefore be supplied with hotand cold water atbalanced pressures,
both fromthe tankor both from the mains (viaa combination boiler forexample). Ifthe taps
are notsupplied atbalanced pressuresthen the mixer willnot function correctly. It will also
be necessaryto fitnon-return valves on both hot and cold feeds.ltis veryimportant thatall
pipework isflushed thoroughly after installationto avoid damaging the ceramic discs.

Minimum/Maximum working pressure

These tapsare suitable for highand low pressure installations They arefitted witha quarter
turn ceramicdisc cartridge which provides a good flow rate with very smooth movement.
Toensure thatthe bath mixer works adequately underlow pressure, the cold water storage
tank should be atleast 2metres above the highestinstalled position. The maximumwater
pressure is 6 bar (note: mains cold wateris normally supplied atbetween 2and 3 bar). For
installations where the mains pressure exceeds 6 bara pressurereducing valve should be
fitted. Thetap isfitted with a flow straightener foruse inlow pressureinstallations. Ifyour
water issupplied athigh pressureyou may prefer tochange the nozzle toan aerator.

Preparation and byelaw requirements

These tapsare single flow sothe hotand coldwater mixin the body. Water byelawsrequire
that wherethe hotwater issupplied froma tankand cold from the mains, nonreturn valves
are fitted on both hot and cold pipes as close as possibleto thetap. Theseare notsupplied.
Where combination boilers arefitted itis only necessary toshut offthe incomingmains and
turn the boiler offand nonreturn valvesare notrequired.

Before installingthe newmixer itis essentialthat youthoroughly flushthrough the
supply pipesin orderto remove any remaining swarf, solder or otherimpurities.
Failure tocarry outthis simple procedure could cause problems or damageto the
working ofthe mixer.

First shut off your waterheating system then, with your mains stop cock closed,open
the lowest hotand cold tapsin the houseand allow torun until thecold storage tankand
pipes are empty (the hot waterstorage cylinder alwaysremains full).

Where combination boilers are fitted itis only necessaryto turn off the boilerand shut off
the incoming mains.

Fitting isolating valvesto the inletfeeds is recommendedfor ease of maintenance.

2 Remember to turn off the mains water supply beforeconnecting to any
existing pipe work.

These legs areonly compatible forthe deck mountedbath filler (ML422DC/DE422DC/
ML322DC/DE322DC).

Toallow the legsto screw ontothe base ofthe mixer bodyitself ,part no (#4#5##6 #7) mustbe
carefully unscrewed fromthe tap 3/4"tail and discarded .At this pointalso discard the 3/4”
backnuts(#1) and washers(#2#3) as theywill not berequired . (Pleasesee Figure 3)

Once this hasbeen done , the flexible hosesthat supply thewater feed throughthe legs mustbe
connected to thetap 3/4" tail, making sure therubber washer isinserted correctly. (Please see
Figure 4)

The legs canthen be screwedinto position .........

This is done but carefully slidingthe legs overthe flexible hose, towards the "chromed" body of
the tap ensuringthat the thread on the top of the legis located internallyon the body of the tap.
Once the twoparts are located, carefully tighten theleg up intothe body ofthe mixer ensuring
the threads donot cross . (Please see Figure5)

Make sure thatthe 1/2" nutat the otherend of theflexible tail isin a positionat the bottom of the
leg itself allowingit to be connected to therelevant water supply.

This completes the conversion of adeck mounted mixerto a floormounted version .
Insert the washerinto the nutend of thehose and attachit to the mixer outlet.

The chrome andgold plate weuse on ourtaps is verydurable, nevertheless care should
be taken whencleaning them.
